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1. Introduction 
Research is a standardized procedure that unearths unknown facts about people, phenomenon, places, etc, from available evidences in a bid to take decisions that enhances national development. 
Here are the implications of the above definition:
1. Your research should comply with applicable standard or norms. For a school research, your study should comply with the research norms of your institution. For journal article, it should comply with the journal’s instruction for authors.
2. Your research should unearth or unravel unknown facts. Meaning at the need of your study, there should be findings that are peculiar to your study.
3. Your research viz-a-viz your findings should emanate from available evidences. These evidences could be from of previous literature or data (qualitative and/or quantitative).
4. Every research endeavor should produce findings that are practical enough to take decisions through its recommendations and/or practical implications of your study.
5. Every research should tilt towards national development (at micro or macro level). 

Some characteristics of research relevant to the discourse of this evening:
1. Research is dynamic: That is while adhering to the standard procedure or systematic process, the researcher is at liberty to be stylistic and innovative in writing.
2. Research does not exist in vacuum: No research is an island as it builds on or extends previous research. As such to carry out a good research, the researcher must acquaint his or herself with knowledge of previous related studies. 
3. Consequent to the above, research creates new knowledge or provides insight from existing data, information and knowledge. 

2. Overview of conceptual framework
conceptual framework is simply the underlying structure by which concept or concepts exist, which provides justification for the study and a roadmap for actualizing the study. It is the blueprint of your entire study. 


Conceptual framework can be basically presented in two forms which are normatively and graphically. The graphical representation of the conceptual framework is termed “conceptual model”. As the case of a conceptual framework, a conceptual model gives the overall essence of a study in a graphical form. 


3. What is conceptual model? 
Conceptual model is the diagrammatical representation of a conceptual framework that shows the applicable variables within a concept of consideration and the relationship between these variables in a bid to guide the implementation of the study.
Among other things the conceptual model:
1. Take away the burden of words. This is so because so much word is represented pictorially. Thus, a conceptual model is recommended to be within one page limit, for an easy and overall glance. 
2. Shows at a glance the relationship between variables or constructs within the study
3. Shows at a glance the sub-constructs within each construct. This automatically informs the readers what makes up the investigating construct
4. It informs the objectives of your study and development of hypotheses. Usually, the constructs and how they relate, informs the content coverage of the study and how each variables relate in the development of hypotheses.

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5. Theoretical framework
An understanding of theoretical framework requires that the terms “theories” be explained. So quickly I will give the definitions of theories and their implications as a way of explaining what is means. 
· A theory is a set of interrelated concepts, definitions and propositions that presents systematic view of a phenomenon by showing relationship between variables with the intent of explaining and predicting the phenomenon. 
· Theory is supported by preliminary data or vast body of research,

How to identify a theory:
1. Defines and explains a concept
2. Shows the variables within the concept
3. Shows the relationship between variables within the concept
4. Helps predict the behaviour of a variable within certain context
5. It must be backed up by  empirical data 
6. Must be subject to testing and verification
7. Should be open to criticism and extension.



What is theoretical framework? 
· It is simply a structure or presentation of how a theory or theories helps to anchor your study. It gives a background to your study, predict your hypotheses and inform your data analysis.
· Also, a theoretical framework is the synthesis of theories and how you will use such theory or theories to guide or pilot your study.
